(Marshall Outdoor Recreation and Education Program)
Currently, fifth, sixth, and seventh graders participate in outdoor
experiences at different sites such as Camp Widjiwagan in Ely
and the Audubon Center as part of the MORE program.

Interfaith Services

Students are given the opportunity to attend regularly scheduled
all-faith chapels. Chapels are presided over by the school chap-
lain and student volunteers who celebrate through prayer, music
and inspired readings. Some chapels are all-school, others are
exclusive to the upper or middle school. Parents and staff are
always welcome to attend and participate as fully as they would like.

Sth & 6th Grade Musical

Each year the 5th and 6th grade classes perform a musical based
on a children’s classic or a unique theme. Students start by learn-
ing songs and audition for characters. They are involved with

all aspects of the production including lights, sound, set design,
and set construction. The musical is performed each spring. Past
musicals include Treasure Island, Macbeth, and the bilingual
English/Spanish River of Birds.

7th & 8th Grade Drama Day

Drama Day is held on the last day of classes in the Middle
School. Each 7th and 8th grade English class presents a 40 min-
ute play. There is a role for all students who, in addition to acting,
serve on committees for costumes, make-up, lighting, stage and

set design, props, and sound. Upper School students are mentored
in choosing and directing some of the plays. Past productions
include The Lottery, Our Town, and Anybody for Tea.

Engineering Fair

Marshall 7th graders participate in an annual Engineering Fair.
Students meet and listen to engineers from the community talk
about their jobs and experience in the field. Students also engage
their skills in design to build projects that compete in one of three
categories: Bridge Building, Ping-Pong Ball Launching, and Rub-
ber Band-Powered Vehicles.

Multicultural Festival

Every year Marshall 7th graders host a Multicultural Festival.
Students spend the day displaying interactive exhibits which
teach visitors about a particular culture group they studied. In
preparation, students hold small group conversations with local
immigrants. Parents also participate by providing an ethnic pot
luck lunch. After lunch, students spend the afternoon learning
international games and dances.

Middle School Health Fair

Middle School students participate in their own Health Fair,
designed just for them by Marshall’s 9th grade Health class. The
Sth and 6th grade Fair presents displays on age appropriate health
topics such as Bus Safety and Hiccups. The 7th and 8th grade
Fair presents more serious topics such as Eating Disorders, Men-
tal Illness, and Steroids. Upper School students are the teachers
at this event, with the purpose of educating and engaging Middle
School students in
their topic.
